In this difficult and uncertain time, our commitment to one
another as the Body of Christ is more important than ever. We are blessed to be able to join
together in prayer, even as we are unable to be together in person as we would wish. Our online
services are all available from the Online Worship page of our website.

On MAUNDY THURSDAY, we remember the Last Supper, when Jesus shared bread and wine with
his disciples, establishing a new covenant in his body and his blood. He also washed the feet of
the disciples and told them to serve others in the same way. The word “Maundy” comes from
the Latin “mandatum,” meaning commandment, in reference to Jesus’ instruction to his
disciples at this meal: “This is my commandment, that you love one another as | have loved you”
(John 13:34). Maundy Thursday also marks the beginning the Triduum, the ancient observation
of the three days leading up to Easter. The Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Easter Vigil
liturgies together lead us through Christ’s despair, his abandonment by his friends, his suffering,
and ultimately his death, toward his resurrection. At the end of tonight’s service, we will watch
as the Altar is stripped. All ornamentation is stripped away as we prepare to experience the
crucifixion once again, to travel through the darkness with Christ and with each other. When we
leave this service, we hear no blessing, no dismissal, because it is not yet over.

THE HoLY GOSPEL JOHN 13:1-17, 31B-35

Officiant The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.
People Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had come to depart from this world
and go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end. The devil
had already put it into the heart of Judas son of Simon Iscariot to betray him. And during supper Jesus,
knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he had come from God and was
going to God, got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel around himself. Then he
poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel that
was tied around him. He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my feet?”
Jesus answered, “You do not know now what | am doing, but later you will understand.” Peter said to
him, “You will never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless | wash you, you have no share with me.”
Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and my head!” Jesus said to him,
“One who has bathed does not need to wash, except for the feet, but is entirely clean. And you are
clean, though not all of you.” For he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all of
you are clean.”

After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table, he said to them, “Do
you know what | have done to you? You call me Teacher and Lord — and you are right, for that is what |
am. Soif I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet.
For | have set you an example, that you also should do as | have done to you. Very truly, | tell you,
servants are not greater than their master, nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them. If
you know these things, you are blessed if you do them.

If God has been glorified in
him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify him at once. Little children, | am with you only a
little longer. You will look for me; and as | said to the Jews so now | say to you, ‘Where | am going, you
cannot come.’ | give you a new commandment, that you love one another. Just as | have loved you, you
also should love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for
one another.”

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Words like “unprecedented”
seem too small to describe the
impact of the COVID-19
pandemic, which has sorely
afflicted the lives of millions of
people around the world. It is
hard to get one’s mind around
the impact of this crisis. And
yet, for many Christians in the
Middle East, the pandemic is
just one more crisis to add to
the list.

Reflecting upon the situation
in Yemen, the Ven. Bill Schwartz,
Archdeacon for the Gulf in the Diocese of
Cyprus and the Gulf, writes: “The COVID
crisis is actually only one more difficulty
for them in the face of three other
ongoing epidemics (cholera, dengue
fever, malaria) and all are greatly
affected by all of the problems of the
ongoing civil war.”

In the Middle East, the political instability
of countries like Lebanon, Syria, Iraq, and
Yemen can overshadow all other
concerns. Governments in turmoil con-

tinue to create conditions which promote
poverty, food insecurity and economic
instability which put a desperate strain on
refugees and displaced persons, health
care, education and family life in the best
of times.

The Good Friday Offering is an oppor-
tunity throughout the Episcopal Church
to support our Anglican sisters and
brothers in their ministry to their neigh-
bors to help meet the needs of innocent
people caught in the middle of these
realities.
